Send home an annual report of your child’s progress

Contact you if there is a problem with your child’s attendance or
punctuality

health

Ensure that my child attends school regularly and request leave of
absence during term time only in very exceptional circumstances
Ensure that my child arrives in school by 9.00am and is collected in
the infant playground at 3.15pm

Inform the school in advance if someone else is collecting my child
Ensure the school is notified of any change in emergency contact
numbers

Ensure that my child wears the correct school uniform each day
Ensure that my child comes to school with the equipment he/she
needs, including PE equipment

Encourage my child to become independent and self-organised

Inform the school of any concern or problems that might affect my
child’s work, behaviour or well-being using the agreed procedure
Give my child opportunities for home learning and support homework
from school

Support the school’s policies and guidelines for behaviour



e Attend parent evenings and discussions about my child’s progress

e Support the Catholic community and the school governors in their
responsibilities for maintaining the school buildings in good repair

e Support the school in the teaching of safe and secure internet use at
school and home

e Support and attend events at school and church

e Refrain from using social media (WhatsApp, etc) as a platform to
comment negatively about the school, staff, other parents and
individual children, directly or indirectly

e Refrain from posting photographs that | may have taken while
attending a school function onto any social media website
